Born in 1978, Clive was awarded the
Sheila Mossman Memorial Prize by the
Associated Board of the Royal Schools of
Music before winning a music scholarship
to Eton College in 1990. From 1992 to
1994, he played the bassoon in the

National Youth Orchestra of Great Britain
and in the National Youth Chamber Orchestra.
After ayear as organ scholar at Winchester
Cathedral and assistant organist at Win-
chester College, he went to Christ Church,
Oxford University, as the Christopher Tatton
organ scholar. While at Christ Church, he
was awarded the Associate of the Royal
College of Music diploma in piano perfor-
mance and the Fellow of the Royal College
of Organists diploma with the Limpus,
