Church in Tulsa, where he led the campaign for the 2018 chancel organ, Opus 173 by 
Schoenstein & Co. His work in Tulsa included the founding of the Oklahoma Bach 
Choir, an ensemble dedicated to performing the sacred works of Johann Sebas-
tian Bach with period instruments. He conducted a Leipzig 300 series commemorating 
the 300th anniversary of Bach’s appointment as Thomaskantor in Leipzig. This series 
included a lecture by author and Bach scholar Christoph Wolff. Prior to ten years in 
Tulsa, he was an assisting organist and continuo player at Trinity Wall Street and 
Bach Vespers at Holy Trinity in New York City. 
 A graduate of The Juilliard School (MM) and Westminster Choir College (BM), he is a former organ student of Paul 
Jacobs, Ken Cowan, and Diane Meredith Belcher. To celebrate the bicentennial of César Franck, he performed the com-
poser’s organ works with a tour including performances in Houston, Fort Worth, New York City, Seattle, Denver, and Tul-
sa. He has commissioned new organ works, most recently Paean by Rebecca Groom te Velde, published in 2023 by Ox-
ford University Press.  
 Mr. Arndt has served the AGO throughout his career. He is a past Dean of the Tulsa Chapter and served as Fund-
raising Chair of the 2023 Southwest Regional Convention. 

PHILLIP BRUNSWICK 
 Phillip has served Grace Episcopal Church - Kirkwood as Organist & Choir 
Master since 1992. During his tenure he has successfully developed choirs for chil-
dren in The Royal School of Church Music tradition.
